· Only competing gymnasts in uniform, entering with team prior to their meet, will be admitted free entrance. Gymnasts will be expected to pay if not participating in meet.

· No participant passes will be issued—Inform gymnasts they are to enter in one group with a coach supervising.  As per WIAA guidelines, a maximum of twenty (20) team personnel will be admitted—to include a maximum of sixteen (16) gymnasts and four (4) other designated team personnel (coaches, managers, statisticians, medical, etc.). ONLY COMPETING GYMNASTS WILL BE ALLOWED FREE ENTRY. Gymnasts and team personnel will be hand-stamped to allow re-entry throughout the meet.
· Press passes will be accepted with proper identification.

· League passes will NOT be accepted.

· Washington State Coaches Association and WSSAAA passes will be accepted.
· Cheerleaders and song leaders of participating schools will be admitted free, only if in uniform.
